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A Need For A More Agile, Efficient Program

ÅCurrent Operational Model Limitations

ðLimited intervention tool-box for Safety Investigators (SIs)

ðSafety fitness determination tied to compliance review

ðFocus largely on carriers

ÅLimited number of Federal/State investigators compared to 

large number of carriers

ð U.S. Department of Transportationõs (U.S. DOT) Federal Motor Carrier 

Safety Administration (FMCSA) regulates ~725,000 interstate and foreign-

based truck and bus companies

ÅU.S. DOT/FMCSA audit (compliance review) is labor-

intensive

ðOnly able to reach < 2% (~12,000) of total carrier population annually
